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20.5 Cumulative effects 
20.5.1 The targets for housing and job growth within the emerging RSS, together with allocated and permitted sites 

for development within the towns of Great Dunmow, Bishop’s Stortford and Harlow have been taken into 
account in the community and population assessment. There would be no additional cumulative effects. 

20.6 Measures to prevent or reduce effects 
20.6.1 No measures are required during the construction of the G2 Airport Development or as a result of its 

existence or operation. The effects on population and housing in Great Dunmow, Bishop’s Stortford and 
Great Dunmow would be negligible in both cases and the economic wellbeing of all three towns is likely to 
benefit during the construction period and as a result of direct and indirect employment opportunities arising 
from the existence and operation of the G2 Airport Development. 

20.7 Residual effects 
20.7.1 There would be no adverse residual effects on the towns of Great Dunmow, Bishop’s Stortford and Harlow. 

20.8 Offsetting 
20.8.1 No offsetting measures are required. 
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21 Summary of residual effects  
21.1.1 A summary of the likely significant residual effects on the communities within the assessment area arising 

from the existence and operation of the G2 Airport Project is summarised in Table 3 on a parish-by-parish 
and town-by-town basis. This table does not include any effects that arise during the construction of phase 1 
of the Project, which are temporary in nature and would not lead to any residual effects on these 
communities. However, the likely significant construction effects are summarised in the assessment 
summary matrices in section 23.  

Table 3: Summary of residual effects  
Birchanger The effects on the community of Birchanger are likely to be negligible, although individual 

properties around Duck End to the east would experience an increase in Airport related and 
overall road traffic sound levels. 

Broxted The operation of the G2 Airport Development in segregated mode would have a beneficial 
effect on the communities of Broxted, Brick End and Chapel End, all of which would 
experience a substantial reduction in levels of air noise to the extent that it was no longer a 
significant feature of their environmental character. However, this benefit has to be set 
against an increase in the levels of ground noise experienced by the community at Chapel 
End which would detract from its environmental character since the sound of aircraft taxiing to 
the north of the existing runway would be audible. Although owners of residential property in 
Chapel End would derive some protection from the Chapel End bund and are eligible for 
financial assistance towards noise insulation, there would be residual ground noise effects. In 
addition, these measures would have no effect on outdoor sound levels. The severance of 
the existing local roads would result in significant change to local journeys to those 
settlements to south of the proposed runway. Residents would have to travel via the new 
WPR or via Great Dunmow to make these journeys which would approximately double both 
journey lengths and times. However, there is forecast to be a reduction in peak traffic flows 
using the road through Chapel End which would afford some benefit.   

Elsenham The effects on the community of Elsenham are likely to be negligible but at Gaunt’s End there 
would be a mix of adverse and beneficial effects. The sound of aircraft taxiing to the north of 
the existing runway would be audible and lead to an increase in the levels of ground noise 
experienced by the community. In addition, there would be an increase in Airport related and 
overall road traffic sound levels. However, the operation of the Airport in segregated mode 
would lead to a substantial decrease in the level of air noise, to the extent that the community 
would lie outside the air noise contours and air noise would not be a significant feature of its 
environmental character.  Gaunt’s End would also benefit from the additional off site planting 
which would screen most views of the Airport and the WPR, although the community, 
together with Tye Green, would experience an increase in nightglow. At Tye Green there 
would be an adverse effect on its environmental character arising from adverse visual effects 
and an increase in ground noise effects, predominantly from taxiing aircraft on the existing 
runway. There would be no significant change to the levels of air noise experienced by the 
community. 

Great Canfield The effects on the communities of Great Canfield, Hope End Green, Bacon End and 
Hellman’s Cross are likely to be negligible. 

Great Easton and Tilty The effects on Great Easton, Duton Hill and Tilty would arise from changes to the setting of 
the communities from the loss of the majority of Philipland Wood, which despite 
environmental design measures and planting within the sites for offsetting would result in long 
distance views of some elements of the G2 Airport Project, with closer views from some 
PRoW in the south-east of the parish, including the Harcamlow Way, and individual 
properties along the parish boundary.  

The communities would also experience increases in the levels of air noise, with significant 
increases in excess of 9dBA experienced in Duton Hill and Tilty, including key community 
resources, areas of public open space and PRoW. This would lead to air noise becoming a 
significant feature of the environmental character of these communities and the PRoW 
serving them. Tilty Church would experience frequent intrusion during church services and 
increased noise levels affecting Great Easton Primary School would particularly adversely 
affect outdoor activities.  There would also be significant adverse effects on areas of public 
open space and PRoW, including a length of the well-used Harcamlow Way long distance 
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recreational route, where the introduction of air noise as a significant feature of its 
environmental character would detract from the experience of walking this part of the route.  

Great Hallingbury The effects on the communities of Great Hallingbury, Bedlar’s Green, Tilekiln Green, Howe 
Green and Start Hill are likely to be negligible, except for the forecast small increase in the 
number of local journeys using the minor road to the Hallingburys.  Even though there would 
be a reduction in ground noise effects at Start Hill and Tilekiln Green, both communities 
would continue to experience high levels of air noise from the use of the existing runway and 
therefore noise intrusion would continue to be a feature of their environmental character. In 
addition, there would be an increase in Airport related and overall road traffic sound levels at 
Start Hill. 

Hatfield Broad Oak The effects on the communities of Hatfield Broad Oak, Tavener’s Green, Bush End and on 
the recreational experience or enjoyment of Hatfield Forest are likely to be negligible. There 
would be benefit arising from the removal of heavy goods vehicles connected with the sand 
quarry at Elsenham from the local road network. This would offer particular relief to Hatfield 
Broad Oak. 

Henham The effects on the community of Henham are likely to be negligible. However, there would be 
a beneficial effect on the communities of Chickney and Pledgdon Green arising from a 
decrease in air noise levels experienced in those communities by up to 9dBA for the 2015 
and 2030 development cases which would mean air noise was no longer a significant feature 
of their environmental character. 

Little Canfield Although the G2 Airport Development would not result in the severance of access between 
Little Canfield and the settlements north of the proposed runway, journey lengths and times 
between these communities would increase significantly. There would be some benefit 
arising from the forecast reduction in peak traffic flows along the B1256, although there would 
be an adverse effects arising from an increase in Airport related and overall road traffic sound 
levels along the B1256. Changes to the visual base case to the north of Little Canfield 
beyond the A120 would result in views towards Little Newlands and Seven Acre Woods in the 
distance being replaced by foreshortened views towards the vegetated Bamber’s Green bund 
and associated woodland planting. In addition there would be an increase in nightglow. 
Taking these factors into account, the effects on the community of Little Canfield are likely to 
be adverse. 

Little Easton The effects on the community of Little Easton are likely to be negligible. However, there 
would be a significant effect on individual properties to the west of the village and on the 
length of the Harcamlow Way long distance recreational route running along the parish 
boundary. This part of the route would experience increases in air noise of up to 9 dBA, which 
would introduce air noise as a significant feature of its environmental character and also 
increased levesl of ground noise. This would lead to a general increase in community 
annoyance and detract from the quality of the rural recreational experience. 

Little Hallingbury The effects on the communities of Little Hallingbury, Wright’s Green, Gaston Green, Hall 
Green, Motts Green and George Green are likely to result primarily from increases in aircraft 
movements and consequential increases in the levels of air noise experienced in these 
communities. By 2030 some of the key community facilities would experience adverse effects 
arising from these increases, including the primary school, parish church and village hall, as 
well as the outdoor recreational facilities and areas of public open space.  Although air noise 
would be a feature of their environments for the base cases, the increased frequency of 
sircraft movements would have an adverse effect on the environment character of these 
communities. In addition, there would be likely to be a small increase in the number of local 
journeys using the minor road to the Hallingburys. 

Stansted Mountfitchet The effects on the communities of Stansted Mountfitchet and Burton End are likely to be 
beneficial. The economic wellbeing of Stansted Mountfitchet is likely to benefit from the 
potential for indirect and induced employment opportunities and the provision of the new 
WPR would improve some local journeys from both communities to Gaunt’s End and Chapel 
End and provide a direct connection to the M11 and A120 via the re-aligned Bury Lodge 
Lane. These are forecast to lead to an increase in the number of vehicles using Church Road 
instead of travelling through Stansted Mountfitchet and the A120 west. In addition there would 
be an improvement in non-vehicular access into the Airport through the provision of the new 
cycleway alongside Bury Lodge Lane. The levels of ground noise to the south-east of Burton 
End are expected to reduce for the 2015 and 2030 development cases, although there is 
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likely to be an increase in Airport related and overall road traffic sound levels in this area. 
However, these are likely to have negligible effects on the village itself. 

Takeley The effects on the remaining residents in Molehill Green (and neighbouring Chapel End) 
would arise from the residual loss of the community facilities at Molehill Green that would not 
be re-provided locally and would require residents to travel to neighbouring communities to 
access, including village hall facilities and post office/village shop services.  These residents, 
together with those in Takeley, Takeley Street and Bamber’s Green would also be affected by 
the stopping up of the existing local roads crossing the G2 Airport Development, which would 
result in significant change to local journeys between settlements to the north and south of 
the proposed runway. Residents would have to travel via the new WPR or via Great Dunmow 
to make these journeys which would approximately double both journey lengths and times. 
Takeley and Takeley Street would also experience increases in Airport related and overall 
road traffic sound levels.  However, there would be some benficial effects on local 
accessibility arising from the reduction in peak traffic flows along the B1256 east of Takeley 
and the removal of heavy goods vehicles connected with the sand quarry at Elsenham from 
the local road network. This would offer particular relief to Takeley.  

In addition at Bamber’s Green there would be a significant increase in the level of air noise of 
over 9dBA which would introduce air noise as a significant feature of its environmental 
character and lead to a general increase in community annoyance due to noise. There would 
be a similar effect on the well-used Harcamlow Way long distance recreational route which 
runs through Bamber’s Green. This route would also experience increases in air noise levels 
in excess of 9 dBA, which would become a significant feature of the environmental character 
of this length of the Harcamlow Way and would detract from the pleasantness of walking this 
part of the route. 

Thaxted The effects on the communities of Thaxted, Bardfield End, Boyton End, Wood End Green, 
Cutler's Green, Richmond’s Green, Monk Street, and Sibley’s Green are both beneficial and 
adverse. There are likely to be beneficial effects on the economic wellbeing of these 
communities as a result of an increase in the number of employment opportunities at the 
Airport for the resident population and Thaxted would benefit from a significant reduction in 
the levels of air noise experienced in the town, to the extent that noise would not be a 
significant feature of its environmental character. However, there would be an adverse effect 
on the environmental character of the communities of Bardfield Green and Little Sampford, as 
result of increased air noise levels which would be more significant in relation to the 
communities of Monk Street and Sibley’s Green. These hamlets, which would lie outside the 
air noise contours for the base case, would experience increases in air noise levels of up to 
9dBA which would significantly detract from their environmental character. Parts of the 
Harcamlow Way near these communities would experience similar increases in the levels of 
air noise, which would detract from the quality of the recreational experience. 

Great Dunmow, 
Bishop’s Stortford and 
Harlow 

There are unlikely to be any significant effects on the population and housing within the towns 
of Great Dunmow, Bishop’s Stortford and Harlow as a result of the existence and operation of 
the G2 Airport Development. The RSS has taken into account the growth of the Airport in 
setting housing targets and ensuring that there is balance between population growth and 
housing provision. The RSS also seeks to direct ‘development not directly related to the 
Airport’s operation’ to Harlow and nearby towns, which together with increases in Airport 
employment within these towns is likely to be beneficial to their economic wellbeing. 

 

21.1.2 In summary, there would be both adverse and beneficial effects experienced by communities within the 
assessment area arising from the existence and operation of the G2 Airport Project.  For example, there is a 
general shift in the air noise effects experienced away from those communities to the north and north-east of 
the Airport.  Communities to the north and north-east of the existing runway (Broxted, Brick End, Chapel End, 
Gaunt’s End, Chickney, Pledgdon Green and Thaxted) would generally benefit from significant reductions in 
levels of air noise as a result of the segregated mode of operation of the G2 Airport Development compared 
to the base case. By contrast, those to the north and north-east of the proposed runway (Great Easton, 
Duton Hill, Tilty, Bardfield Green, Monk Street and Sibley’s Green) would experience significant increases in 
levels of air noise, to the extent that it would become a significant new feature adversely affecting their  
environmental character. Elsewhere, particularly to the south-west of the existing runway (Great and Little 
Hallingbury and Hatfield Forest) and close to the existing Airport (Tye Green, Takeley), there would be 
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negligible changes to the environmental character of communities or community resources which are already 
exposed to Airport related noise. Some communities would continue to lie outside the air noise contours 
despite their proximity to an expanding Airport, namely Birchanger, Elsenham, Great Canfield, Hatfield Broad 
Oak, Henham, Little Canfield, Little Easton, Stansted Mountfitchet, Burton End, Great Dunmow, Bishop’s 
Stortford (except the south-western fringe) and Harlow.  

21.1.3 Generally, increased levels of ground noise arising from the operation of the G2 Project would primarily 
relate to noise generated by aircraft taxiing for take-off or from Airport related and overall road traffic sound 
levels. Consequently, due to the segregated mode of operation, those communities and resources to the 
south-west of the existing runway (Start Hill, Tilekiln Green, the northern part of Hatfield Forest) would 
experience reductions in levels of ground noise, whilst those to the north-west and at the northern end of the 
existing runway (Tye Green, Gaunt’s End and Chapel End) and south of the proposed new runway 
(Bamber’s Green) would be subject to an increase in ground noise levels. Tye Green and Gaunt’s End, 
together with Birchanger, Little Canfield, Takeley, Takeley Street and the properties to the south-east of 
Burton End would also experience increases in Airport related and overall road traffic sound levels. The 
visual effects of the G2 Airport Project would be limited to those communites proximate to it, with screening 
provided by landscape bunding, boundary planting and woodland planting within the proposed sites for 
offsetting. In some cases these effects would be an incremental addition to the base case (Birchanger, Tye 
Green, Gaunt’s End, Takeley), in others, new views of the Airport would arise from the loss of important 
blocks of woodland which would open up long distance views (Great Easton, Thaxted).  

21.1.4 There would predominantly be negligible effects on the economic wellbeing of the smaller communities within 
the assessment area but the key settlements of Stansted Mountfitchet, Thaxted and Takeley would be likely 
to benefit not only from direct employment opportunities at the Airport but also from the potential for indirect 
and induced employment opportunities. The towns of Great Dunmow and Bishop’s Stortford are also likely to 
experience beneficial effects to their economic wellbeing and Harlow, as a regionally strategic employment 
location and regional transport node, would benefit from policy in the emerging RSS which under policy E8 
steers employment development not directly related to the Airport’s operation to Harlow and nearby towns.  

21.1.5 The effects on local accessibility primarily result form the stopping up of the local roads crossing the G2 
Airport Development site and although the new local road diversions would ensure that access would be 
maintained to affected communities, there would be adverse effects on local accessibility between some 
communities to the north of the proposed new runway (Broxted, Brick End, Chapel End, Gaunt’s End and 
Elsenham) and some to the south (Takeley and Little Canfield) arising from significant increases in journey 
lengths and times. The community of Chapel End would also have to travel to the neighbouring settlements 
of Brick End, Broxted and Elsenham to use the community resources they would no longer be able to access 
in Molehill Green. However, the provision of the new WPR would improve some local journeys, providing a 
direct and fast connection to the M11 and A120 via the re-aligned Bury Lodge Lane, particularly for those 
communities to the north of the Airport (Stansted Mountfitchet, Burton End, Elsenham). In addition, there 
would be some reduction in peak traffic flows along the B1256 east of Takeley, reflecting the provision of the 
Start Hill link to Priory Wood roundabout and the severance of Parsonage Road and these changes are also 
forecast to remove geavy goods vehicles connected with the sand quarry at Elsenham from the local road 
network. This would offer particular relief to Takeley and Hatfield Broad Oak. 
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22 Enhancement measures  
22.1.1 The following measures would provide additional enhancement for the residents of local communities within 

the assessment area. 

22.1.2 The extension of the proposed cycleway along Bury Lodge Lane, would enhance the local PRoW network 
and further encourage the use of sustainable means of transport to and from the Airport.   

22.1.3 Financial assistance through the Stansted Community Fund or other means could assist in the provision of 
relocated visitor facilities at Hatfield Forest to meet National Trust objectives, which would enhance the 
recreational experience of visitors to this regionally important resource.
